works of art. Hints of dusty forgotten items, wistful
memories, and regrets, along with experiences of
discovery, often welcome.

Closer inspection leads to more far ranging meanings.

“Lost” also refers to perished, destroyed, ruined, to be

deprived or depraved. Accordingly, to “found” may be to
establish, to cast in a mold, to set on something solid, to set
the basis, to take the first steps, to arrive at, as well as to meet with, often accidentally.

Find your own way in to this tangled topic and then dress it up for company, preferably in the usual
short format. Drawings and photographs are always welcome, if they are easily reproduced. Any
graphic stories out there? Poems, even songs. Allow for the compactness so appreciated by our
readers (and editors).

This is not a juried publication. ALL submissions are published if they meet the requirements and
address the theme. See previous books for examples of the wide variety accepted.
